In 1964, after
graduation from the Rimsky-Korsakov Leningrad State
Conservatoire, she joined the Bolshoi Theatre, where in
December of 1963 while still a third-year student she
made her debut as Marina Mniszech in the Mussorgsky’s
opera Boris Godunov.

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The landmark role in the artistic biography of the
singer was the debut role of Marina Mniszech. It was
the tremendous success in this part at the Grand Opéra
during the Parisian tour of the Bolshoi Theatre in 1969-
1970 that had opened the doors of the European theatres
before Elena Obraztsova. She became the first Russian
singer after Feodor Chaliapin whose appearance on
the world opera stage had such a tremendous artistic
resonance. “A fabulous talent, out of legends” conductor
Herbert von Karajan used to call her.

Her performances at the greatest theaters and
concert halls of the world, including La Scala (Milan),
Metropolitan Opera (New York), Covent Garden (London)
and Wiener Staatsoper in the roles such as Amneris
(Aida), Azucena (Il trovatore), Carmen (Carmen),
Charlotte (Werther), Dalila (Samson et Dalila), Princess
de Bouillon (Adriana Lecouvreur), Princess Eboli (Don
Carlo), Ulrica (Un ballo in maschera) and Santuzza
(Cavalleria Rusticana) among others are considered to
be outstanding events. At the festival in Spain devoted
to the 100th anniversary of the creation of the opera
Carmen in 1975 Obraztsova was named “the best
Carmen of the world”.

At the Bolshoi Theatre, which Elena Obraztsova gave
50 years of her creative life to, the singer performed the
leading mezzo-soprano parts, created a whole gallery
of stage images that became the classics of the opera
stage: Marina Mniszech (Boris Godunov), Lyubasha (The
Tsar’'s Bride), Marfa (Khovanshchina), Konchakovna
(Prince Igor), Frosya Kotko (Semyon Kotko), Hélene
Bezukhova (War and Peace), Countess (The Queen
of Spades)... The creative work of the singer has had
a great influence on the development of the Russian
school of singing.

Elena  Obraztsova’'s concert activity was
extraordinarily extensive. Her repertoire includes
works of over 100 composers of the XVI-XX centuries
with their variety of styles and genres: opera, chamber
works, cantatas and oratorios, sacred music, Russian
songs, old romances, classical operetta, Die Songs and
jazz standards. In total Elena Obraztsova's discography
contains more than 50 discs which have been released
by the well-known labels: Melodiya, Polydor, DG, EMI,
CBS, Philips, etc.

The singer’s discography also includes recordings
of concerts and performances; a special place among
them is held by the anniversary performances of the
La Scala Theatre for its 200th anniversary, when
Obraztsova was awarded the Golden Verdi Prize, first of
foreign singers.

Elena Obraztsova also appeared in several musical
films such as My Carmen, My image will appear in
front of you, Elena Obraztsova sings, Die lustige Witwe,
More than love etc. An outstanding work of the singer
was the role of Santuzza in F. Zeffirelli’s film Cavalleria
Rusticana (1981), where she starred together with
P. Domingo, F. Barbieri and R. Bruson. In 2007-2008 she
headed Mikhailovsky Opera in St. Petersburg as an
Artistic Director.

Along with the performance activity the singer
devoted considerable time and energy to teaching.
In 1975-1994 she taught at the Moscow Tchaikovsky
Conservatory; in 1994-2013 at the Tokyo Musashino
Academy of Music. She also gave master classes in
Europe, St. Petersburg and Moscow, including special
classes at the Bolshoi Theatre of Russia within the
framework of the Youth Opera Program.
